THE U.S. BISHOPS WARN OF VIGOROUS
OPPOSTION TO HEALTH CARE BILLS... The U.S.
Catholic bishops sent an open letter to Congress
today, stating that they will “vigorously oppose” the
health care bills unless they prevent taxpayer funds
from paying for abortion, make care affordable for
everyone and ensure that immigrants have access to
the health system. The bishops warned Congress
that if the final legislation “does not meet our
principles, we will have no choice but to oppose the
bill.”

At the same time, the Catholic bishops said that they
“remain committed to working with the administration,
Congressional leadership, and our allies to produce
final health reform legislation that will reflect our
principles.” Listing the flaws that they see in the
current health care bills, the Catholic bishops urged
lawmakers to prohibit “mandated coverage for
abortion, and incorporate longstanding policies
against abortion funding and in favor of conscience
rights.” “No one should be required to pay for or
participate in abortion,” they insisted.

Despite insistence by some legislators that the reform
bills do exclude abortion and protect consciences, the
high-ranking bishops said that, “No current bill meets
this test.”

The past few weeks we have talked about God's R#walto man. This week we will discussw God reveals Himself to man,
through “Apostolic Tradition.”

1.) How does God transmit Divine Revelation to m&h
The Revelation of Christ comes to us through Apasttradition.

2.) What is Apostolic Tradition?

The word “tradition” comes from the Latin word “tha,” which means “to hand down.” Apostolic Traditiis how the Apostles
“handed down” what they received from Jesus andt Wey learned under the guidance of the Holy Spifihis occurred through: 1)
what theysaid 2) what theydid, and 3) by theimspired writings The Apostles, obedient to Christ's command (Btt19-20), transmit-
ted the Faith to their successors, the Bishops,tlamdigh the Bishops to the entire world. Thisgess will continue until the end of
time. Apostolic Tradition is, in one sense, botveg (the action of transmitting the Faith) andoan (the body of Revelation received
from Jesus—the Deposit of Faith).

“Apostolic Tradition is the transmission of the reage of Christ, brought about from the very begignof Christianity by means of
preaching, bearing witness, institutions, worshapd inspired writings. The Apostles transmittedtaéy received from Christ and
learned from the Holy Spirit to their successorbe tBishops, and through them to all generationsil ufie end of the
world.” (Compendium #12)

3.) How was the Revelation of Jesus Christ handeaxh by the Apostles (Apostolic Tradition)?

This transmission was accomplished by the Apostiéso ways:
“Orally by the Apostles who handed on, by the spoken wfattikir preaching, by the example they gave, byinistitutions they
established, what they themselves had received-harhfstom the lips of Christ, from His way of lifadaHis works, or whether
they had learned it at the prompting of the Holyi8p
In writing by those Apostles and other men associated watigostles (such as St. Luke or St. Mark) who, uth@einspiration of
the same Holy Spirit, committed the message oaivto writing.” (Catechism of the Catholic Clalr #76)
