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SCIENTISTS SAY THE POPE IS RIGHT ABOUT
CONDOMS AND AIDS ... Pope Benedict XVI caused
a media storm on his way to Africa in March by saying
that condoms are not the solution to AIDS. An African
cardinal, the relator-general of the synod of bishops
on Africa that is underway, brought the same storm a
few days ago, reiterating the same point.

Cesare Cavoni, a bioethics professor, and Doctor
Renzo Puccetti, who are in the process of publishing
their book, The Pope Is Right: AIDS Is Not Stopped
With Condoms, had this to say: “It isn't easy to an-
swer categorically, but if | must say that the condom
serves to halt AIDS in generalized epidemics, the an-
swer | can give according to the body of available sci-
entific knowledge is ‘no.” The doctor went on to say
that, for the condom to work, man would have to use a
condom every time. That does not occur “in real life.”

Cavoni contended that the media uproar in March can
be attributed to false information. “All the major na-
tional and international newspapers launched them-
selves, directly or indirectly, against the Pontiff. The
fact is that one presumes that whoever takes such
strong positions, knows what the Pope really said, but
it wasn't like this. All were talking, but few had lis-
tened. Many scientists confirmed the concepts that
Benedict XVI expressed.”

How can | make a difference?

“Jesus Himself has shown us by His own example
that prayer and fasting are the first and most
effective weapons against the forces of evil. As He
taught His disciples, some demons cannot be driven
out except in this way. Let us therefore discover
anew the humility and the courage to pray and fst so
that the power fromon high will break down the walls
of lies and deceit, the walls which conceal from the
sight of so many of our brothers and sisters the evil
of practices and laws which are hostile to
life.” (Pope John Paul Il, “Gospel of Life”)

Last week we discussed Apostolic Tradition. Theelvwe will continue that discussion, seeing howh bpostolic Tradition and Sa-
cred Scriptures work intertwine to form the badisar Catholic Faith.

1.) Is Apostolic Tradition still occurring today?

Yes. Revelation was completed at the death ofatteApostle, but the transmission of the Faithrisongoing, living reality and contin-
ues until the end of time. When the Church teaelmekinterprets the Deposit of Faith (Revelatishg looks to Tradition and Scripture
(the Bible).

“Apostolic Tradition occurs in two ways; throughet living transmission of the Word of God (also@intalled Tradition) and through

Sacred Scripture, which is the same proclamatiosabfation in written form.” (Compendium #13)

2.) What is the relation between Tradition and Scpture?

In abroadsense, Tradition embraces thieoleteaching of the Church, including Scripture, siitée only from the Church that we have
Sacred Scripture. Inrarrowersense, Tradition includes only what was handedndanally from the Apostles (their preaching, exam-
ple, and the institutions they established).

“Tradition and Sacred Scripture are bound closalgether and communicate one with the other. Tlogydut of the same divine well-
spring and together make up one sacred DeposiadghFrom which the Church derives her certaintpabRevelation.” (Compendium
#14)

3.) Does the Church derive all her certainty aboutevealed truth from Sacred Scripture alone?

No. It is an historical fact that the first gent@a of Christians did not yet have a written Neesfament. The earliest New Testament
writings did not come into existence until arour@AD. Does that mean that the first gerneratiothef Church lacked the fullness|of
Revelation? No, the fullness of Revelation wamfbin the early Church through Apostolic Traditiamd the formation of the New
Testament itself demonstrates the process of itiagITradition. “So then, brethren, stand firmdalnold to the traditions which you
were taught by us, either by word of mouth or litele” (2 Thessalonians 2:15)

“...the Church, to whom the transmission and intetgtion of Revelation is entrusted, does not dehier certainty about all revealed
truths from the holy Scriptures alone. Both Scniptand Tradition must be accepted and honored &ginal sentiments of devotion and
reverence.” (Cathechism of the Catholic Church }#82
