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Hopefully many of you have chosen to participate in the Spiritual Adoption Program in which you pledge to pray daily for 
nine months for an unborn baby in danger of abortion.  While this child will remain unknown to his or her “spiritual parents,” 
many people have found that naming their spiritually adopted child helps keep them focused on the reality that their 
prayers are helping to save the baby (and mother) from the harm of abortion.  You may never know the good that your 
prayers do … but then again, God might show you.  Read this true story to see what your prayers can do… 
 

THE STORY OF CHRISTOPHER 
For several years Dan and I participated in the Spiritual Adoption Program.  I would name “our baby” each year to make it 
more personal and to help me remember to pray for the baby and his mother.  This year we named our “spiritual child” 
Christopher.  We “adopted” him in January. 
 
The following December, Dan had to install carpet at the K of C Hall in town just a few days before Christmas; he was a 
carpet layer by trade.  I went along to help him because he was “under the gun” to get the job done.  While we were 
working, my cousin and her daughter, Robin, came in to prepare the hall for their Christmas party the next day.  To our 
great surprise, Robin was pregnant and looked like she would be due very soon.  She was about 16 years old.  Our hearts 
went out to Robin and her family. 
 
All the Christmas get-togethers kept us busy, and we put Robin out of our minds.  In January, by aunt told me that Robin 
had her baby, and she named him Christopher!  I was taken aback and told her that we had named our “spiritual child” 
Christopher.  My aunt had a shocked look and said that Robin had driven by the abortion clinic contemplating abortion, but 
that her brother had talked her out of it.  There was an answered prayer right in front of us! 
 
I would have never guessed that I was praying for a relative of mine, or that I would see the answered prayers right in front 
of my eyes!  When Robin heard about our prayers, she invited Dan and I to Christopher’s Baptism.  What an awesome 
experience!  Christopher is now 9 years old and is a beautiful young boy who brings much pleasure to his mother and 
grandparents.  I often wonder what might have happened if we hadn’t prayed.  Would Robin have had the courage to bear 
Christopher, or would she have had an abortion? 
 
Our prayers for the unborn are so important!  We may not see them answered as I did in this instance, but we know that 
they are answered.  We must have faith that God hears even our smallest prayers for the unborn, for He loves them … He 
created them.

Tell Congress: Remove Abortion Funding & Mandates from Needed Health Care Reform 
 

Congress is preparing to debate health care reform legislation on the House and Senate floors.  Genuine health care reform 
should protect the life and dignity of all people from the moment of conception until natural death.  The U.S. Bishops Con-
ference has concluded that all committee-approved bills are seriously deficient on the issues of abortion and conscience, and 
do not provide adequate access to health care for immigrants and the poor.  The bills will have to change, or the bishops have 
pledged to oppose them. 
 
Our nation is at a crossroads.  Policies adopted in health care reform will have an impact for good or ill for years to come.  
None of the bills retains longstanding current policies against abortion funding or abortion coverage mandates, and none 
fully protects conscience right in health care. 
 
As the U.S. Bishops’ letter of October 8 states: 
“No one should be required to pay for or participate in abortion.  It is essential that the legislation clearly apply to this new 
program longstanding and widely supported federal restrictions on abortion funding and mandates, and protections for 
right of conscience.  No current bill meets this test….  If acceptable language in thes areas cannot be found, we will have to 
oppose the health care bill vigorously.”

1.)  To whom is the Deposit of Faith entrusted? 
Every member of the Church is a recipient of the Deposit of Faith.  Thus it is our solemn duty to respond to God with the 
obedience of faith:  we must learn the Faith (using the intellect) and live it in our life (using the will).  Faith is a supernatural 
virtue offered to us from God.  But faith also requires our cooperation through our intellect and our will. 
· “Sustained by divine grace, we respond to God with the obedience of faith, which means the full surrender of ourselves 

to God and the acceptance of his truth insofar as it is guaranteed by the One who is Truth itself.”  (Compendium #25) 
· “Faith is the supernatural virtue which is necessary for salvation.  It is a free gift of God and is accessible to all who hum-

bly seek it.”  (Compendium #28) 
· “In faith, the human intellect and will cooperate with divine grace.”  (Catechism of the Catholic Church #155) 
 
2.)  Who can authentically interpret the Deposit of  Faith? 
Even though the Faith has been entrusted to the Church in general, only the successors of the Apostles have been given 
the authority to authentically interpret the message of salvation.  Only the Pope (the successor of Peter) and those Bishops 
in communion with him have been empowered by Christ to teach the faithful in His name.  Thus the teachings of the Church 
should be obediently received by the faithful.  The teaching office of the Church is called the Magisterium. 
· “The task of giving an authentic interpretation of the Word of God, whether in its written form or in the form of Tradition, 

has been entrusted to the living, teaching office of the Church alone.  Its authority in this matter is exercised in the name 
of Jesus Christ.  This means that the task of interpretation has been entrusted to the bishops in communion with the 
successor of Peter, the Bishop of Rome.”  (Catechism of the Catholic Church #85) 

· “Yet this Magisterium is not superior to the Word of God, but is its servant.  It teaches only what has been handed on to 
it.”  (Catechism of the Catholic Church #86) 

· “Mindful of Christ’s words to His Apostles:  ‘He who hears you, hears Me,’ the faithful receive with docility the teachings 
and directives that their pastors give them in different forms.”  (Catechism of the Catholic Church #87)
